Leades and Gentelman,
we would like to inform you about international eLene-EE project at cooperation of scientist from: Sweden, France, Italy, Poland, Spain, Finland, Germany and Norway. ELene-EE project  concerns of research e-learning economy.  Because the issue structure is very folded we was separate four basic question and we will try find answers for them - they are:
1. cost-benefit analysis of net based higher education
The main question in this issue is whether or not e-learning is an efficient use of resources, i.e. what are the main benefits and costs for the society? One important aspect of the analysis is to consider effects, or outcomes, for different stakeholders (e.g. students, universities, and policy makers). Although an investment may be beneficial for one stakeholder, it might not be beneficial for another. 
This raises the question of how costs and benefits should be divided between stakeholders in order to create a correct incentive structure.
2. student performances of eLearning

The main questions are if the uses of ICT affect student performance and if the uses of ICT affect student performance differently depending on the subject? These are two important questions that need attention in order to ensure quality in and efficient training from virtual mobility including the right choice of tools available from existing technology.
3. eLearning indicators

We decided to work on indicators relevant at HEI level and indicative for the regional, state or European ICT’s policy. As consequence, we will proceed with a double approach:  One at a micro economic level, inspired by HEI business and management perspectives. The other at a macro economic level, with questions about the eLearning progression in our societies. We will identify general indicators and trends of its development.
4. digital divides and eLearning

We has been studying how Educational ICTs may contribute to social exclusion for certain groups in society. In the academic sector, we already have preliminary results on how gender, seniority, tenure and research activities influence the use of educational ICT.
